· External resources: temperature, snowfall, earth earthquake, natural hazardous, all the data should be collected from metrological department.

2. Social and economic criteria

· Economic: Land should not be costly so, that everyone can purchase the land.
· Social: educational institutes, health and welfare facilities how much they are near to us.

3. Natural resources criteria
Potential means where we can find the natural resources where we can built the city near to the site where there are natural sources available like mining etc.

4. Environmental criteria
De-forestation or other environment impacts.
