LAND USE PLANNING
The Canadian Institute of Planners defines planning as the “scientific, aesthetic, and orderly disposition of land, resources, facilities and services with a view to securing the physical, economic and social efficiency, health and well-being of urban and rural communities”.
-OR-
Refer to the rational and judicious approach of allocating available land resources to different functions consists with the overall development.
-OR-
Land use planning is a conception about the spatial arrangement of land uses, with a set of proposed actions to make that a reality.

WHY WE DO LAND USE PLANNING
· The use of land which generates the maximum profit without negative consequences on the environment.
· Land should be used in such a manner consistent with its natural qualities to maximize its productivity and also adhere to the principles of sustainable development.
· Utilizing the land in a manner that is beneficial for both man and environment.

OBJECTIVES OF LAND USE PLANNING  
· To promote efficient utilization, acquisition and disposition of land, the highest and best use of land.
· To direct, harmonize and influence discussion and activities of the private and public sectors relative to use and management and land.
· Reconcile land use conflicts between and among individual private goal entities relative present and future need for land.
· To promote desirable patterns of land uses to prevent wasteful development and minimize the cost of public infrastructure and utilities and other social services.
