THE KEY PARAMETERS WHICH EFFECT THE PHYSICAL PLANNING
INTRODUCTION TO PHYSICAL PLANNING:
· Physical planning is the designing of optimal or most desirable physical infrastructure of an administrative land unit.
· Physical planning involves in the designing of transport facilities (roads, railways, airports, harbors etc.), industrial plants and storage of providing mining and power generation and facilities for towns and other human settlements.
· The purpose of physical planning is to take more nearly holistic or overall view of development of an area than can be taken by individuals.
· To develop an infrastructure and control the excesses of individuals in the interest of community as a whole.
· Physical planning being associated with a system of rules and regulation.
FACTORS EFFECTING ON PHYSICAL PLANNING:
There are so many factors which effect the physical planning, some of them are following:
1. Topography
2. Urbanization
3. Zoning
4. Vegetation
TOPOGRAPHY
Topography is the arrangement of the natural and artificial features of an area or the study of surface shape and features of earth. 
Topography effect the physical planning in such a way that transportation system is designed in physical planning so topography effect the transportation system.
· The influence of topography on public transport operation and public transport is often under estimated in development of public transport network.
· Topography can influence all modes of transportation through its impacts on planning, network expansion, operations and public transport use.
URBANIZATION:
The term urbanization means migration of people from urban area to rural area.
· Urbanization influence the physical planning it directly affect the social and physical infrastructure.
· Physical infrastructure means roads, utility services, when people migrate from village to city than population increase and per capita cost of providing basic infrastructure such as water and sanitation etc. the quality of life has also decreased and lake of infrastructure.
· Social infrastructure related to the health, education recreation etc. so when population is increasing than it also effect the social infrastructure.
ZONING:
The term zoning means to distribute the land into different zones.
· Zoning is used to promote physical activity, include promoting parks and recreation, promoting the use of public transportation.
· In physical planning zoning practices such as segregation of uses, large building, setbacks and high minimum parking, established to protect neighborhoods from traffic, noise, large, building and other.
· Zoning is the one of several tools used to control the physical characteristics of developing landscapes by imposing restrictions on variables such as maximum building heights and density etc.

VEGETATION:
Vegetation is used to make city beautiful and create aesthetic view in the city.
· The changing nature of fruit, flowers and leaves are the aesthetic elements.
· Form, color and texture as they relate to trees in the urban environment effecting and aesthetics.
· Urban vegetation specially trees and suburbs are used extensively through ornaments horticulture and for decoration.
